At yearly intervals the member states of the Associa-
tion of European Public Postal Operators, PostEurop,
issue stamps on a common theme. In 2017 their
focus is on palaces and castles. Liechtenstein’s contri-
bution to the popular Europa stamps are illustrations
of “Vaduz Castle” (value: CHF 1.50) and “Gutenberg
Castle” (value: CHF 1.50).

Perched around 120 metres above the capital of the
small country, Vaduz Castle is a hallmark that has
served as a residence for the head of state and his
family since 1939. The castle is presumed to date
back to the 12 century: Experts assume that the
keep was built first and an inhabited tower was add-

ed in 1287. Mentioned for the first time in 1322, the
castle came into the possession of the Princely Family
of Liechtenstein in 1712.

Gutenberg Castle is located in the country’s south-
ernmost municipality, Balzers, and was built in the
High Middle Ages. The castle hill is around 70 metres
high and has been inhabited ever since the Neolithic
period. Originally a church with a cemetery, the build-
ing fell into ruin over the course of several centuries
but was restored between 1905 and 1912. The outer
courtyard is open to visitors the whole year round
but the castle chapel and parts of the castle only at
specific times.

SEPAC is a cooperation between 14 small postal ad-
ministrations in Europe that issue stamps on common
themes on a regular basis. This year each country is
creating its own special stamp on the theme of trades
and crafts. Philately Liechtenstein used this as an op-
portunity to integrate its SEPAC stamp this year into a
series that will be continued in the future.

Graphic artist René Wolfinger chose to graphical-

ly represent the three motifs with pictograms and
placed these on different coloured backgrounds. A
common feature on each special stamp is a stylised
hand to symbolise the theme of trades and crafts. On

the SEPAC stamp depicting the “Goldsmith” profes-
sion (value: CHF 2.00), one of the oldest metalcrafts,
the pictograms show a hammer, pliers, tweezers
and screw clamp. The “Stonemason” special stamp
(value: CHF 1.30) shows the graphic symbols of a
hammer, pointed chisel and drove chisel. The oldest
still preserved pieces of work of this profession are
around 40,000 years old. By contrast, thimble, scis-
sors, needles, measuring tape and sewing machine
are to be seen on the “Tailor” special stamp (value:
CHF 1.80). The origins of this profession go back to
the middle 12t century.

Philately Liechtenstein is continuing its popular series
of self-adhesive definitive stamps on a 20-stamp
sheet with four indigenous types of grain: “Oats”
(value: CHF 0.85), “Barley” (value: CHF 1.00),
“Maize" (value: CHF 1.50) and “Millet” (value:

CHF 2.00) are grown in Liechtenstein and partly
processed here too. Farming in Liechtenstein is au-
tonomous and diverse with one third of the national
territory used for farming. Apart from dairy and meat
products, agriculture, horticulture and viticulture is
carried out. In this context, grain accounts for a share
of around six percent of the agricultural land span-
ning 5,234 hectares.

Maize, which was originally came from Mexico, is
often grown in the Alpine state as a fodder plant.
Ever since the 17" century, grain has also played an
important role in the cultural and economic history of

Every year the NexoFil Award is bestowed in Spain.
This competition is organised by “EL ECO", the lead-
ing Spanish philately magazine, with nations partici-
pating from around the world.
